Since 1996, Del Webb has conducted an annual survey of the Baby Boom
Generation, comprised of Americans born between the years 1946 and 1960.
Baby Boomers throughout the United States this year were polled on their
feelings about becoming Empty Nesters and its impact on their retirement plans.
The Baby Boomer Survey, conducted in April and May 2004, reveals Boomers
are embracing the idea of Empty Nesting, the stage in life when children move
out of their parent's home for good. While Boomers have an array of emotions
about the situation, most look forward to getting back to what they were always
accused of being - the "me generation." Below is a summary of the main points
the survey uncovered:

Fast Facts: Baby Boomers by the Numbers:

m The United States experienced an explosiond of births after American
soldiers returned home from World War II. Sociologists define those born
between 1946 and 1964, or those who are currently 40-58 years of age, as
"Baby Boomers."[J

= During the Baby Boomer years, approximately 76 million American were
born. Today, this represents 28 percent of the American population.

= In 1957, 4.3 million babies were born in the U.S. This is more than any
year before or since.

m A second boom[] has not occurred as Boomers reached childbearing years.
Boomers waited longer to have children and many have not had children.
Many experts say the Baby Boom phenomenon is a one-time event.

m After the Boomers came the era of the Generation X'ers. There are about
41 million Generation X'ers in the United States. Generation X'ers were
born between 1968 and 1979.
